Service personnel are not permanently as-
signed. The services of a VCO must be avail-
able to the commander for each installation.
If a VCO is not available or routine attending
service cannot be provided from command
resources or from another major command,
MACOMs will request assistance from
HQDA (DASG-VCS). A VCO may be as-
signed duty as the attending veterinarian for
other Air Force, Army, Navy, or Marine
Corps installations. When Veterinary Service
personnel are to be stationed at an attending
site, the personnel should be assigned to the
geographically responsible Army veterinary
unit with “duty at” the attending site. Instal-
lations with large privately-owned and/or
Government-owned animal populations may
have an animal care specialist assigned to
provide emergency and other care within his
or her capabilities.

Government-owned animal

An animal that is owned, maintained, or
managed by a military or Federal agency or
activity. Stray animals are Government-
owned until disposition is made; that is, until
euthanized, adopted, or released to civil au-
thorities. Unit mascots, on approved orders,
are Government-owned animals. The term
“Government animal” is synonymous with
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this definition. NAFI-owned animals are con-

sidered Government-owned except that reim-
bursement for expendable medical items will
be according to table 6-2.

Human-Animal Bond (HAB) Program

A program involving the attachment between
people and their animals, their interactions,
and the significance of the bond in mental,
social, and physical health.

Army Veterinary Service. The VTF serves as
the operational base for the veterinary com-
munity health mission, rabies control pro-
gram, stray impoundment program, health
care support of animals, administrative sup-
port of the programs, and associated
functions.

Zoonosis

An infection or infectious disease transmissi-
ble under natural conditions from vertebrate
animals to man. It may be enzootic or
epizootic.
